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For hydro-extraction and folding of
tubular knits, the traditional finishing
plant still uses a combination of
machines: a centrifugal hydro-extractor
or a simple squeezing extractor with

a wet-plaiting machine.

After completing wet
treatment, the fabric is
presented in rope form to
the SANTASTRETCH in a
revolving round trolley. By
means of an unentangling
device, it is then fed to a
soaking bath for further
wetting and from there

to the hydro-extracting
squeeze rollers. A specially
developed air-blowing
device ensures that the
tubular fabric reaches the
hydro-extractor with
overspeed and without
creases, and that edge
markings are avoided.

After leaving the hydro-
extractor, the fabric is
overfed and stretched in
width by the spreader

“ALBATROS": this action
compensates for any
longitudinal distortion that
may have occurred during
the wetting treatment.
“ALBATROS” uses magnetic
force and therefore its width
can be steplessly adjusted by
means of a motorized con-
trol. Moreover, its stretching
effect remains constant over
the entire range.

This spreading system
prevents stitch distortion
and edge markings.

On leaving the spreader, the
fabric is placed on a con-
veyor belt for stress-free
transport to a plaiter that
folds it into a waiting trolley
for the further treatment.

Control and guidance

The processing of knitwear
calls for special measures.
The desired treatment
results can only be achieved
by means of controlled feed
and guidance through the
individual processing stages.

SANTASTRETCH enables
optimum processing results to
be achieved for all finishing
objectives. In addition, the
processing stages between
the dyeing machine, the
following shrinking and
relaxing driers are combined
in order to rationalise the
processing sequence.
